	All members at meeting to consider the proposed engineers’ inspection certificates

Last year a certificate was produced and viewed.

Brian Bradley provided a copy of his inspection certificate to his lawyer. After discussions he was advised against a national certificate (in particular NSW & SA requirements)
In addition, NSW regulations will be reviewed in the near future and further consideration maybe considered then.

The regulators all advised that national uniformity was getting closer, more so than it had before.

	Brian Bradley – ongoing liaison with insurance council

Brian had collected opinions from a number of engineers but workload has not allowed this to be finalised

Insurance appears to be getting easier, although some engineers are still restricted to X% of their business, nominated by their insurance company.

Greg O’Neill advised that currently it is now affordable and available from at least 3 companies.  Insurance sponsors at the conference could also be approached.

This could still be an issue for up coming engineers entering the industry.

Discussions regarding succession planning to encourage more engineers within this industry eg associations, guilds, societies to sponsor/scholarship, was raised.  It will still take up to six years before a new starting engineer graduates.

Rider restraints have been discussed with Standards Australia – these concerns are to be incorporated into the next draft of AS3533.

Upcoming Harmonisation Meeting in Bangkok will incorporate the comments given for the draft.  This is a positive move.

Australian Standards appear to be leading the world in the area of restraints.  Brian Bradley has viewed various sites world-wide and has not viewed any documents as specific as AS3533.

Request that any alert type letter sent out by regulators be given to the associations for publication.  This would allow potential owners of these type of rides to be aware of any concerns.

Michael mentioned, that any owners receiving a letter, could publish it wherever they wish to, they own the letter.

	Chris Turner – annual electrical certificate for amusement devices
As of only yesterday (14 May 2007) there is a change to the requirement on this certificate as written in the position paper issued by Workcover NSW - ie an electrical engineer will be required for the initial registration, where the device includes any electrical installation, whereas a qualified electrician would be suitable for all renewals of registration.

Tony Evans – Worksafe Vic

· DVD of last year’s national training day for inspectors held at Luna Park Melbourne is expected to be available in the next couple of weeks.  This will be distributed to regulators and participants once completed.

· Ride paper work / log – some owners arriving at an event with unsuitable documents or no documentation at all.  They must arrive when ride does for pre-shows inspections. Please enforce to members to bring documentation with ride.

· Letters to owners of the Sizzler, Cha Cha type rides – approx 7 only in Vic, would be sent in the near future.

· Victoria has had very successful year – only one incident thru the main season.

6.1 Michael – National Register

6.2 Noel McGregor – regarding inspection of electrical on each set-up by a competent person.  Qld Members now doing a series of courses on AS3029?, to satisfy the competent person .
Connectors (cam-locks) on generators (as discussed at this mornings session on transportable rides) were raised.  This is being handled via various electrical regulators in each state not necessarily WorkCover, WorkSafe etc.
6.3 Mick Watterson – As various rides are getting older, manuals are harder to obtain Manuals available from amusement safety.com site to enable a library to be created.
Some manufacturers refuse to sell manuals.  Dick Baird may be able to help with this.
6.4 Private House – incident in Vic when person lighting a BBQ received high percentage burns.  Had problems lighting, unscrewed regulator, then due to left-handed thread un-did the regulator further, which then ignited.  Vic will be issuing an alert.
6.5 Interpretation from various inspectors – all associations are to advise their members that any problems with inspectors, need to be dealt with at the time ie not brought up sometime later. Regulators would have a coordinator for all main shows, therefore contact them ASAP, advise the inspectors name to enable the problem to be addressed 
Owners to use their associations to clarify rumours, ie if an individual is concerned raising it directly with regulator, contact their association to obtain answer on behalf of all members.
