	Regulators – Finalising National Audit Tool (being presented at the Industry Breakout Forum (Transportable Rides / Attractions) on Wednesday morning.

Michael Chan – advised that copies had been circulated last year and most states have trialled it.  Comments have now been collated and the regulators have reviewed it over last couple of months.  Owner/operators need to take ownership of this document.

Michael highlighted the main changes only, as this tool will be presented in full, at the Industry Breakout Forum (Transportable Rides / Attractions) on Wednesday morning.

Comments from inspectors and Brian Bradley have all been considered to improve the audit tool to be as user friendly as possible.

Brian Bradley has put together a log book for a few owners, to mirror the national audit tool to assist with the audit being conducted in a quicker and easier manner.

Comments were made that this was the best thing to have been produced from the regulators for many years and greatly appreciated.

Questions were raised regarding the frequencies of audit now this tool has been produced.  The regulators advised it has made no difference to date, could be 3 weeks apart, could be 3 months, depending on results and circumstances.  Obviously once it has been in use for some time, this will vary.

Can we now aim for a recording system of audits conducted eg as per the Victorian model, where a field inspection report is provided.

The non-signing of log books by regulators was raised again.  The regulators advised that the owners can always record details the inspectors visit eg date, name, wether an audit was conducted etc. 

Regulators advised that this is the “first time ever” that a national audit tool for any item of plant had been created.

	Regulators – National Register for incidents and notices – Michael Chan

SA currently the collator of this information.

Michael explained how this has been in progress for approximately 5 years.  Michael had created an analysis of this register for all attendees to view.  This register enables the monitoring of notices issued and incidents that have occurred.

This does not highlight the amount of inspections conducted in relation to the notices issued.

Concerns were also raised regarding the analysis - that 41% of notices issued were for no maintenance conducted or inadequate for maintenance.

It was suggested that a column for operator/human error to be included.  This could fall under systems of work and will rely on the outcome to be reached.

National High Risk Plant Project – HWSA (Heads of Workplace Safety Authorities)

HWSA is bringing in the National High Risk Plant Project, which will be extremely large.  This will go through items of plant one by one, starting with Elevated Work Platforms.


We hope there will be national audit tool for all items of plant.


It is likely that amusement devices will be incorporated in this project.


It is envisaged that national training for inspectors of various items of plant will occur.

Stakeholder members at this forum want the national regulator committee to remain, ie with amusements staying separate.  They do not want amusements to be incorporated into the overall National Plant Project.

Amusement Device industry is unique – it is dealing with the public direct, so needs to remain separate.

The members on the NHRP Project will not have the same members as the NRADC, although Ian Markos will be the Chair / coordinator of the new NHRP Project.

The stakeholders raised the fact that this forum allows for continuous improvement and for this to continue, the committee should remain.  Many improvements have occurred, but there is still a way to go.

Without this committee the national audit document would not have been created – if this same outcome is wanted for all other items of plant – a committee like this one is required.

The work from both stakeholders and regulators has “Broken down the Barriers” and is continually improving.
